Addressing standards provide a concise and consistent way for determining how numbers are applied throughout Bradley County.  
Numbering standards should include the following: 
1. Numbers should ascend in consecutive numerical sequence from the numbering origin (county center and quadrant lines), e.g. 100, 101, 102…  In general, the numbering origin or point of reference is the county center.

2. Odd numbers should be assigned to structures on the left side of the road and even numbers to the right.
3. There should no fractional addresses (101 ½ Alice St.) or alphanumeric address numbers (123A Main St). 
4. Old rural route box numbers should not be used, as they have been replaced by physical numeric addresses. 
5. Numbers should be assigned based on a standard numbering interval, such as a whole number for every 10 feet, regardless of whether there is an existing structure for every number. This provides unused numbers to be assigned to future structures built between existing ones. 
6. Numbers should be assigned based on actual road frontage and which way the house faces.  Within areas where development is situated on large parcels, or flag lots, the location of the structure must be considered.  When a structure is located a considerable distance from the county road, the structure number may be determined by using the driveway location.  The purpose is to keep the property numbers in sequence from the county road. 
Recommendations for specific numbering situations are below. 
The general logical order of address elements should follow Postal Service conventions: road number, predirectional (if any), primary road name, suffix, post-directional (if any), and secondary number (if any), e.g., 100 W. Main St, Apt. 201. 
· Apartments: Assign a primary road address with numbers (not letters) as secondary location indicators, e.g., 111 Main St., Apt. 1. 
· Corner lots: Assign a number according to where the front door faces the road.
· Cul-de-sacs: Those without buildings in the center portion should be numbered as if the center line of the street bisects the cul-de-sac with odd numbers on the left and even numbers on the right. The numbers meet at the far end of the center area. 
· Duplexes: Assign two separate numbers or addresses.
· Mobile Home parks: The park shall be assigned one address on the main road, followed by a numeric unit or lot number for the individual homes, such as an apartment building would be numbered.  In the case of large mobile home parks with multiple private roads, it may be necessary to give each lot a numbered address. 
· Shopping center: numbers shall be assigned to businesses within the range available to the property.
Road Naming

The naming of roads generally occurs when a road is built as part of a new development.  The developer shall propose a road name for each of the roads in the development.  Duplication of names should be avoided, including similar sounding names regardless of spelling (i.e. Wilkenson, Wilkinson, Wylkensen) and the same name with different suffixes (i.e. Green Drive, Green Road, Green Way).  The Planning Commission shall approve road names as part of the final plat; however, the road shall be approved and accepted (including official road name) by the County Commission.
� Or more specifically from the North-South axis (N Lee Hwy & Blue Springs Rd) and the East-West axis (Waterlevel Hwy & Harrison Pk).  Streets running north and south are numbered from the East-West axis and streets running east and west are numbered from the Noth-South axis.
