USE PERMITTED ON REVIEW 

What is a Use Permitted on Review?

A Use Permitted on Review is a certain use that is permitted within a specific zoning district with a special review and approval granted by the Planning Commission.  These uses are generally only allowed in certain zoning districts, so the applicant must first make sure they have the correct zoning and then the Use Permitted on Review may be applied for.  For instance, a shooting range is a Use Permitted on Review in the Forestry/Agricultural/Residential (FAR) zoning district.  Therefore, if an individual wishes to operate a shooting range, the property must first be zoned F.A.R. and then a Use Permitted on Review must be granted.
How do I get a Use Permitted on Review?

An applicant must complete the Use Permitted on Review application and submit it to the Bradley County Planning Office.  The Planner will then place the issue on the agenda for the Planning Commission to consider.  The Planner will also mail a certified letter to all adjoining property owners and a sign will be placed on the property stating a Use Permitted on Review has been requested.  The Planner will also submit a public notice to be published in the Cleveland Daily Banner seven days before the public hear.  At this hearing, the Planning Commission will consider whether or not to approve or deny the use.  The Planning Commission also reserves the right to impose further restrictions or conditions regarding the location, character, or other features of the proposed use of land or buildings as it may deem advisable.
How long does it take to get a Use Permitted on Review?

Use Permitted on Reviews are voted on at the regularly held meeting of the Bradley County Regional Planning Commission.  This meeting is generally held on the first Tuesday of every month at 6:30 p.m. in the County Commission room of the County Courthouse.  Unlike a rezoning, a Use Permitted on Review does not require the approval of the County Commission and they are effective at the time the Planning Commission makes a decision.
